Researchers from the Medical College of Wisconsin, the 
Children's Research Institute and the Children's Hospital of 
Wisconsin have developed a rapid, automated system to 
differentiate strains of influenza. In pandemic infection, such as the 
present H1N1 influenza outbreak, rapid automated tests are 
needed in order to make quick and effective public health 
decisions. Real-time reverse transcriptase polymerase chain 
reaction (RT-PCR) is a sensitive and specific method for  

identifying flu substrains; however, technician and assay time are significantly longer than 
less accurate rapid influenza diagnostic tests.

The Director General of the World Health Organization (WHO) has 
warned the global 2009 H1N1 flu pandemic is not yet over and the 
virus could still mutate. Dr Margaret Chan said it was important to 
"guard against complacency" despite indications the disease had 
peaked in North America and parts of Europe. She said the virus 
was still active in countries including India and Egypt.  More than  
11,500 people are believed to have died in more than 200  
countries and territories because of 2009 H1N1 flu. However Dr  
Chan said it would take at least two years before a true death toll  

could be established. Chan said the US, Canada and the UK were among those countries 
where the worst of the 2009 H1N1 flu outbreak appears to have passed.  For more on Dr.

• A study from the Harvard School of Public Health found 
that  American employees would disproportionately fail to 
comply with mitigation recommendations because of job 
insecurity and financial problems associated with missing 
work. The study found that inability to work from home, 
lack of paid sick leave and income are associated with working adults’ ability to comply 
and should be major targets for workplace interventions in the event of a serious 
outbreak.

One dose of the influenza A (H1N1) vaccine was "highly  
immunogenic" in adults, according to results of a new study 
published in The Lancet. The study, conducted by French and 
American researchers,  found that one dose of the influenza A  
(H1N1) vaccine should be sufficient for protection against the virus 
in adults.

• Tamiflu may not prevent complications from influenza in healthy adults, according to a 
review by an independent research group that reversed its previous findings that the 
medicine warded off pneumonia and other deadly conditions linked to the disease. The 
medication has been the mainstay of treatment for pandemic 2009 H1N1 flu, which has 
killed nearly 9,000 people since it emerged in April, according to the World Health 
Organization. An analysis of 20 studies by the Cochrane Collaboration showed Tamiflu 
offered mild benefits for healthy adults and found no clear evidence it prevented lower 
respiratory tract infections or complications of influenza, according to the group. The 
review, published in the British Medical Journal and broadcast in the U.K.’s Channel 4 
News, showed the drug eased and shortened symptoms if taken quickly.  For more 
information on this finding, please visit:

Ignored?: New 
While a nationwide push for vaccination against 
2009 H1N1 and seasonal flu has led to long 
lines for the vaccine, another vaccine against a 
common and deadly flu complication - 
pneumonia - has not gotten to many of the 
people most at risk. Most babies get the  
pneumococcal vaccine, but only two-thirds of 
seniors, who generally are the hardest hit by flu 
each year, get their recommended dose. And 
vaccines get to only one-third of older children 
and adults with health problems such as heart 
or lung disease or diabetes who have had a 
hard time with 2009 H1N1 flu, according to the 
CDC.

Preparedness: New 
Officials say Alaska's unique location has put it 
on the forefront of emergency alerts. The state 
will be the first to test a live National Emergency 
Message Code. It is not surprising that Alaska 
will be the first state to test this code. It was the 
first to test the live tsunami alert system and 
now will be the first to try this nation-wide alert.
In any emergency the goal is to alert the public 
as quickly and as efficiently as possible. Recent 
public service announcements warn viewers and 
listeners of an emergency code test that will hit 
airwaves at 10 a.m. on Jan. 6. It's an exercise to 
see if, during a real national emergency, the  

word will reach the public. "This particular test is going to use the real code if there was a 
national-level emergency and the president needed to talk to the American public. It's going 
to use the actual code that would be used during a national emergency," said Bryan Fisher, 
Chief of Operations at the Alaska Division of Homeland Security and Emergency 
Management. The Emergency Action Notification Code can only be activated by the 
president. It's never been tested before and officials say Alaska is the ideal location. For 
more on this alert, please visit: http://www.ktuu.com/Global/story.asp?S=11745960.  

• American businesses that trade in DNA have been warned to stay on guard against 
abuses leading to bioterrorism. The Department of Health and Human Services issued 
guidelines for the trade in customized DNA sequencing that, if abused, can lead to 
bioterrorism with unforeseeable consequences.  DNA sequencing refers to methods used 
by scientists to determine the order of the nucleotide bases in a DNA molecule. 
Manipulation of the DNA sequences is usually fraught with risks and can be the stuff of 
nightmare scenarios, with large population clusters exposed to bioterrorist attack. To read 
the entire article, which appears in Homeland Security Newsletter, please visit:

In response to the attempted terrorist bombing of  an 
American aircraft  on a flight from Amsterdam as it  
approached Detroit on December 25th, the Transportation 
Security Administration (TSA) issued new security directives 
to all United States and international air carriers with inbound 
flights to the U.S. effective January 4, 2010.”Because  
effective aviation security must begin beyond our borders,  

and as a result of extraordinary cooperation from our global aviation partners, TSA is 
mandating that every individual flying into the U.S. from anywhere in the world traveling from 
or through nations that are state sponsors of terrorism or other countries of interest will be 
required to go through enhanced screening. The directive also increases the use of 
enhanced screening technologies and mandates threat-based and random screening for 
passengers on U.S. bound international flights” according to the TSA statement. A senior 
government official, not authorized to speak on the record, provided CNN with the full list of 
14 countries that fall under the TSA's "countries of interest" label -- which will automatically 
trigger the enhanced screening. The State Department lists four countries as those that 
sponsor terror: Cuba, Sudan, Syria and Iran. The other 10 countries of interest are 
Afghanistan, Algeria, Iraq, Lebanon, Libya, Nigeria, Pakistan, Saudi Arabia, Somalia and 
Yemen, the government official said.

Cascadia Mega-Thrust 
Earthquakes Could Strike 
Seattle: New 
Large mega-thrust earthquakes occur on  
average every 550 years on the northern 
Cascadia subduction zone, where the Juan 
de Fuca tectonic plate subducts underneath 
the North American plate off the coast of 
Washington State. Scientists had thought 
that major earthquakes were likely to occur 
only offshore, but a new analysis by  
Chapman and Melbourne shows that a giant 
earthquake could extend deeper along the 
subduction zone, and thus farther inland.  
Their model accurately predicts the  
deformation of the overlying North American 
plate as measured by Global Positioning  
System stations and shows that seismic 
stress accumulation reaches to about 15.5 
miles depth, or about 37.3 mi inland, rather 
than stopping offshore at about 9.3 mi depth, 
as had been thought. This indicates that the  
Seattle metropolitan areas could be subject 
to a magnitude 8.9 earthquake (from just the 
Washington State segment of Cascadia). For 
more on this finding and its implications for 
disaster planning, please visit: The model as 
described in Geophysical Research Letters, 
may be found at:

Shrouded in darkness, nighttime tornadoes can be deadly, 
especially during the winter season when people are not 
accustomed to such severe weather. Given the dangers, 
forecasters with NOAA's National Weather Service are 
increasing efforts to alert people of a potential threat in their 
area before they go to sleep. The NOAA Storm Prediction 
Center, in conjunction with local National Weather Service 
offices across the country, is now issuing new public severe 
weather outlooks when forecast conditions are favorable for  

strong and violent tornadoes to occur overnight. When issued the outlook will be available 
online. "Nighttime tornadoes pose a particular challenge since many people are asleep and 
not aware of watches and warnings," said Joseph Schaefer, director of NOAA's Storm 
Prediction Center in Norman, Okla. "We added this extra outlook to highlight potential threats 
while people are still awake."

while three firefighters were treated for smoke inhalation and a heat-related illness, Gale 
said.
